SEBAGO COVE ESTATE HOME OWNERS ASSOCIATION (SCEHOA) DOCK RULES AND REGULATIONS
SCEHOA COMMON AREA
The Sebago Cove Estate Home Owners Association (SCEHOA), Common Area adjacent to lot 16 is land set aside by the SCEHOA for common area and dock use for the members of SCEHOA. The SCEHOA docks are managed by the SCEHOA Board of Directors and SCEHOA Dock Committee under authority granted pursuant to the Sebago Cove Estates Declaration of Property Restrictions and Home Owners Association By-Laws.  These Bylaws pertain to the Common Area surrounding the Docks including Peninsula, Path leading down to the docks, docks, common area in front of Lot 16 and parking area at the top of the path and any Common or Dock areas assigned in the future.

GENERAL GOVERNANCE
The general day to day governance and guidance of the docks falls under the SCEHOA Dock Committee.  The Dock Committee and Board of Directors of the Association shall be responsible for making recommendations to the Town of Naples for any expansion of the Dock Area and shall consider all factors, including but not limited to, available funds, shoreline zoning compliance and Harbormaster approval.  

Continued, current payments of dock fees and association dues in accordance with the SCEHOA By-Laws, including any general, road maintenance, and/or other Association assessments, as may be in force and applicable, is required to maintain a Dock assignment and placement on the Master List.

It has been determined by the Town of Naples Harbormaster that no moorings should be placed along the Sebago Cove Estates Home Owners Associations waterfront properties. In accordance therein, SCEHOA will not grant permission for the placement of a mooring along SCEHOA common area waterfront property.

Existing boat slips and any expansion thereof is strictly limited to the provisions and regulations of the Town of Naples Shoreline Zoning Ordinance and any additional safety requirements as established by the Town of Naples Harbormaster and the Town of Naples.

Boat slip rental fees may be revised from time to time by the Sebago Cove Estates Home Owners Association Board. Any proposed revision to the rental rates shall only be effective after written notice to all individuals on the Dock Master List.

Scheduling removal of slips and Spring placement of slips is a joint responsibility of the Sebago Cove Estates Home Owners Association Board of Directors and the Dock Committee. 

SECTION I -  DOCK SLIP ASSIGNMENT GUIDELINES
The following are guidelines which the SCEHOA Dock Committee/Board of Directors will apply in allocating boat slip assignments. While every situation cannot be addressed, the SCEHOA Dock Committee and Board of Directors will use its best efforts to be as fair as possible in resolving any situations not specifically addressed below. In this regard, we would hope that individuals would act to meet the intention of these guidelines, which are as follows:

1.  In accordance with the benefits of boat slips, allotment will be strictly on a seniority basis for all SCEHOA members, including those elected to the Board and committee. 

2.  All boat slip assignments will be determined by the member’s position on the SCEHOA Master List. The Master List contains current dock renters and association members.  

3.  Current boat slip renters have first priority and then priority is given as follows:
1st:  PHASE ONE AND THREE ----BACK LOT OWNERS, which includes lots, 1 2, 4 and 16, which have the same rights as back lot owners.

2nd: PHASE ONE AND THREE WATER FRONT OWNERS without approved Dock.

3rd: PHASE ONE AND THREE WATER FRONT OWNERS with approved Dock.
4.  Each Lot owner may be approved for one dock.   This right comes available based on where their name is on the Master List.  One dock per lot as available. This does not apply to property owners who have a right to put a dock on their own property. Please note if a member owns more than one lot, they are entitled to a dock as above, however, once they are assigned their first slip they must remain at the bottom of the list for a second slip until such time as all members have been assigned their first slip.

SECTION II   SECURING A DOCK SLIP
The following are the more specific Common Area/Dock Guidelines, which the SCEHOA Board and Dock Committee will apply in allocating boat slip assignments.

1.  Boat slips are considered a significant benefit to SCEHOA members.  Dock fees are subject to change.

2.  On or about Feb 1 of each year, the individuals having a boat slip the previous year will be notified to renew their slip.  The deadline for renewal is March 1 by which time the applicable yearly dues and proof of liability insurance must be received by the committee.  The dock master list, if needed based on the prior year’s dock rentals, is established at this time.  

3.  On or about March 1 of each year, all owners (excluding above) will be notified that the dock committee is taking boat slip applications.  The deadline for requesting a dock slip is April 1, by which time the applicable yearly dock fee and proof of liability insurance must be received by the committee.   The dock master list will be used in assigning available slips. 
4.  Individuals who were assigned a boat slip the previous year will be able to assure themselves of that assignment for the forthcoming year by paying the fee by March 1st, being up to date with Association Fees and returning required paperwork as discussed above.

5.  Upon availability, individuals who were not previously assigned a boat slip will be assigned according to their seniority on the Dock Master List maintained by the Board of Directors and Dock Committee.

6.  An individual’s seniority on the list is established by the date they contact the Dock Committee. Additions to the Master List can be made at any time by emailing the Dock Committee.   It is the homeowner’s responsibility to ensure their information is correct and on the list. The Master List is available upon request.

7.  Slip assignments are made in order to accommodate the specific needs of the individual boat owner; however, the width and length of finger piers/boat slips are standardized. In order to avoid undue nuisance and/or encroachments to adjacent property owners and for the consistent safe operation of boats within Dock Area the size of a boat docked in the Common Dock Areas are limited to a maximum of beam of eight feet, six inches (8’6”) and length of twenty-four (24) feet.                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                               

8.  When an opening occurs, either at the beginning of the season when the initial 

assignments are made or during the year, after the initial assignments, the following procedure will be followed:

a.  Open slips as set forth in the Sebago Cove Estates Home Owners Association  Layout will be assigned based on the homeowner’s seniority on the Master List. PLEASE NOTE PRIORITY IS GIVEN AS DESCRIBED IN SECTION ONE OF THE DOCK RULES AND REGULATIONS, but it is up to the Lot Owners to get their name placed on the list.
b. Individuals who turn down the offer will not retain their seniority position on the Master List. They will be dropped to the bottom of the list.

 9.  If an individual subsequently determines they want to relinquish their boat slip, they will retain their seniority position on the Master List, but shall have no right to regain a boat slip until an opening occurs, at the discretion of the Dock Committee and Board.

a.  If the opening occurs during the season and after the initial assignments are made, the individual moving into the spot shall pay the full dock fee to obtain the slip the other member is vacating.

b.  No individual may assign, sublet, or loan a boat slip, nor offer his/her allotted boat slip for lease, whether separately, or in connection with the sale of his/her boat or in connection with the rental or sale of his/her property. 

c.  If a member has a slip but for some reason cannot use it, they can allow first person on the Master list to use it provided that person pays full fee for that season. The Dock slip automatically remains the slip of the original members and the member who used it goes back to the top of the Master List.  A member not using their slip for two consecutive seasons automatically goes to the bottom of the master list the following season.  
SECTION III - ADHERENCE TO DOCK RULES AND REGULATIONS
1.  Boat slips are not deeded property and cannot be transferred upon the sale of member’s property. Upon the sale of property, a member is removed from the Dock Master List, unless ownership of one lot within Sebago Cove Home Owners Association is retained.

2.  All boat owners and operators should be familiar with, and practice the watercraft rules of the State of Maine.

3.  The Board of Directors, reserves the right to revoke an individual assignment of a boat slip if the boat assigned to that slip is, at any time, operated in an unsafe manner or violates the laws of the State of Maine or any specific rules established by the Dock Committee.  

4.  The Dock Committee shall make available a copy of these rules and regulations to the member when they are placed on the Dock Master List.  A copy of these rules and regulations are available to all new lot owners, and on our website: https://schoa71.wixsite.com/homeowners/covenants
5.  The Board of Directors will, from time to time, verify that the boats occupying slips are titled/registered to the individual assigned a space. The Board of Directors reserves the right to revoke the assigned slip if it determines that this provision has been violated.

6.  Vehicle parking at the top of the path is designated and posted as “Common Area Parking” and shall be for the exclusive use of Association Members while making use of the Common Area.       

7. Only one vehicle per lot is allowed at the Common Area Parking Lot. This is with a parking pass on windshield which is issued by the SCEHO Association.
8.  The parking area at the lower dock area is for loading and unloading /drop off and pick up only. No vehicle can remain there for any extended period of time.  
9.  All boaters shall carry adequate insurance to cover liability and any physical damages related to their boat.  Insurance is due at the time the watercraft goes on the dock.

10. Non-compliance of Sections 1,2,3 and 4 of these guidelines may result in the forfeiture of any assigned boat slip, with no refund of rental monies paid, and the removal of the individual’s name from the Dock Master List. These persons may be reinstated to the end of the list at the discretion of the Dock/ Common Area Committee and Association Board.

SECTION IV - USING THE DOCKS
1.  Anyone using or visiting the Dock/Common Area does so at his/her own risk. Sebago Cove Estates Home Owners Association does not assume any responsibility for loss or damage to property or personal injury.

2.  Boats towing skiers, tubes, or other floats must operate with no wake (200 Feet from shore), from docked boats, docks, shore, etc.

3.  No wake allowed within two hundred (200) feet of shore.

4.  All non-essential dock materials shall be removed from the dock area.

5.  Removal of trash and waste while using the dock/common area is the responsibility of the     individual member----carry in carry out.

6.  No camping is permitted in the Dock Common Area.

7.  All boats must be removed from the water prior to November 1 of each year unless notified otherwise.

8. No private property is to be stored on Dock/ Common Area property.

9.  No major repair work, other than minor repairs shall be performed on any boat within the Dock/Common Area.

10.  Swimming /Diving or towed water sports are prohibited from all docks.  Running/horseplay is prohibited also.

11.  Use of barbecue grills or other types of portable open flame cooking devices are prohibited on docks, boats and Dock Common Area. No Campfires are allowed in Dock/ Common Areas.

12.  Consumption of alcohol on Sebago Cove Estates Home Owners Association docks is not allowed. No open containers on docks. No liability is assumed by the SCEHO Association

13.   Swimming is allowed from shore or from the swim float only.  (see separate swim float rules )
14.  Fishing is allowed off the docks. Anyone fishing off the docks, will be responsible for any damage they may do to other people's property                                                   

15.   Children under 16 are not allowed at the Common Area without an adult supervision.

16.   According to State of Maine Law no one under 10 years of age is allowed on the docks without a life jacket.

17.   Refueling at the docks is strongly discouraged and should be done strictly on an as needed basis to get a boat underway.  Please remove all gas cans after fueling from dock and common area.

18.  No smoking of any kind is allowed at the Dock/Common Area.
19.   No parties shall be held at the Dock /Common Area unless approved by a vote of the Board of Directors.
20.  No fireworks on docks or common areas.
